A report is a disclosure that directly
notifies the University of an allegation
of prohibited conduct under the
Comprehensive Policy.

The OEC will conduct a timely and
impartial preliminary review. The
preliminary review aims to determine
which University policies may apply,
inform affected parties of their rights
and options, identify an appropriate
response, and assess the need for
intervention. 

A report:
can be submitted by anyone, not
just the complainant
can be anonymous
will not automatically inform the
respondent of the report
will not automatically initiate an
investigation

The affected party maintains the
option to file a formal complaint after
they submit a report. Flip this sheet
to learn more about complaints.
