
REAPPLICATION
STEPS

Navigate to luc.edu/reslife and click on “Residence Life Portal”

Login to Portal via Single Sign On (Loyola Email & Password)

Once logged in, click on “Housing Application”
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This will take you to the Welcome Page for the Housing Application.

You will then need to select the term you are applying for. 

Tip: You can come back and make changes to your application. You can change
preferences, roommate groups, and your meal plan anytime before room
selection.
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Carefully read the Housing Contract and agree to the assertions on the page. You
will be asked to enter your Loyola ID (LID). 

Tip: The Student Housing Agreement (Contract) is a legally binding document,
similar to a lease. We encourage you to read the Contract in full and contact us at
res-life@luc.edu if you have any questions prior to signing the Contract.

Next is the Personal Information page. Verify that the information is correct.
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After signing the Contract, you will be taken to a page about renter’s insurance.
You may choose to purchase insurance or opt-out. Residence Life encourages all
students to have renter’s insurace. You may come back to the page to obtain
renter’s insurance if you are unsure. 

You’ll then be asked about room preferences. You are not selecting a room via
this page. This page is for data collection purposes only. 
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You’ll then get taken to the Roommate Matching Questions page. Read the
questions and complete them. We encourage all students to fill them out
accurately, even if they have a roommate in mind.

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You’ll then also be asked to write a bio. You must have the checkbox checked in
order to be found by your preferred roommates. 

You’ll then select a meal plan. You can change your meal plan prior to room selection. A
separate meal change process will be available prior to the start of the fall semester.
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You are next taken to the Roommate Groups page. You’re able to search for specific
roommates or even browse potential matches if you don’t have someone in mind. You’re
able to send potential roommates messages to get to know if you would be a good fit. 

Common Issues:
Once you are in a roommate group, you won’t be able to be found by other students. If
you can’t find your preferred roommate, ask them to try sending you a request. They
may already have formed a roommate group. 

You can’t find someone who hasn’t started their application. 



 You must submit your $80 Adminstrative Fee for your application to be considered
complete. Follow the link on the Application Status page to submit it. You can also find
the link to the Administrative Fee on the Portal landing page:

Approximately 1 business day after you submit your Administrative Fee, the Portal
landing page will update to reflect that you have submitted it:
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If you are interested in Gender Inclusive Housing, hit “Yes” on the Roommate Matching
Questions page. 

Gender Inclusive Housing Steps

This will take you to the Gender Inclusive Housing Page. You’ll want to select “I meet the
criteria above...” in order to find and be found by students who are intersted in gender
inclusive housing.

Selecting “ I don’t need gender inclusive housing but am open to living with a student
who does“ will not allow you to find or be found by gender inclusive roommates. This
option is used by housing staff to make potential matches for students without
roommates.
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You’ll then be asked some additional questions about Gender Inclusive Housing. 
Please note: You’ll also need to add all preferred roommates into your Roommate Group
on the next page. 

Your answers to “Is there anything else you would like to share or request for your
housing assignment?” are kept private and are only accessible to houisng staff. 

Please note that all gender inclusive students participate in room selection. You will not
be administratively assigned by housing staff. 
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You’ll then be taken to the Gender Inclusive Roommate Groups page. You’re able to
search for specific roommates or even browse potential matches if you don’t have
someone in mind. You’re able to send potential roommates messages to get to know if
you would be a good fit. You can only find and be found by other students who
indicated interest in Gender Inclusive Housing. 
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Common Issues:
All students who have a preferred gender inclusive housing roommate need to select “I
meet the criteria above...” in order to be found by students interested in gender inclusive
housing. 

Can’t find someone? Check to make sure they did not select “ I don’t need gender
inclusive housing but am open to living with a student who does“ as this will not allow
them to add or be found by students interested in gender inclusive housing. 

Once you are in a roommate group, you won’t be able to be found by other students. If
you can’t find your preferred roommate, ask them to try sending you a request. They
may already have formed a roommate group. 

You can’t find someone who hasn’t started their application.
