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Administrative History 
Project IRENE (Illinois Religious Engaging Nonviolent Endeavors) was created by an initiative of 

the Leadership Conference of Women Religious (LCWR) Region on July 8, 1996. Its mission is to 

create systemic change through legislation related to decreasing violence against women and 

children in Illinois. The LCWR represents over forty religious congregations. Motivated by their 

commitment to justice, the Project IRENE Liaisons comprised of one woman from each 

congregation, act as community organizers working in collaboration with the Project IRENE 

director. The director focuses on analyzing, educating, advocating, and representing the public face 

of LCWR in its support of women and children. She spends part of her time at the Illinois State 

Capitol attending legislative sessions and meeting with elected officials.  

 

Scope and Content 
The records of Project IRENE span the years from 1994 to 2018 and are arranged chronologically 

within five series: Organizational Records, Subject Files, Memorabilia, and Audiovisual. The 
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material consists mainly of organizational records, reports, correspondence, meeting minutes, 

newsletters, and project files. The collection previously had materials processed as an original 

collection plus three addendums. The original collection and addendums were incorporated in 2019. 

Series descriptions list a wide variety of box numbers since the physical materials were not 

reorganized at that time. Folders have been arranged intellectually in the container list so related 

materials are listed together.

This series consists of records relating to the operation of Project IRENE. The contents include 

organizational records, meeting minutes, events, correspondence, and newsletters.

The liaisons are comprised of one member from each religious congregation associated with 

Project IRENE and are responsible for distributing material to their congregation and 

meeting with the director of Project IRENE annually.
